Also, once the cylinder has gone into power
stroke, do not apply pressure to the B2 port (retract power stroke
piston) without applying pressure to the B1 port (retract ram).
Retracting the power stroke piston without retracting the ram
can cause cavitation of the oil, and the need to bleed and fill the
unit.

E-Stop condition will retract the cylinder ram.
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
